Minutes of meetings held on 5th October 2015
The minutes were agreed. 
Matters arising (not on the agenda)

The last sentence in Section 4 of the Terms of Reference have now been altered so that any member not attending 3 consecutive meetings without appropriate apologies being given can be removed from the steering group.  Dave Popham has now been removed and so the number of members is now 8 meaning that 4 or more will make a quorum.  

Action – Chairman should write to Dave Popham to inform him of the change and outline he would be welcome to attend future meetings.
Action – Chairman should write to the P.C to ask if a notice can be placed on their website and notice board asking for any new members.
SDC are undertaking public consultation on the first stage of the Local Plan Review with comments being required by 5pm on 18th December 2015.  The items which may have an effect on the CNP are the required housing numbers, the hierarchy of settlements and the pages specifically relating to Cannington. 
Mandy has informed the group that we should write a response based on the consultation that has been undertaken for the NP but that the document should not substantially alter our approach.  The group agreed with this comment.
Discussion took place on how we should provide our comments and it was agreed by the group that a response via the Parish Council would be our preferred option as Cannington as a whole should give a coherent and joined up response.

Alan suggested that Alex put a response together which fits with the NP and provides a skeleton view for the PC to consider this could be given as part of CNP’s usual item on the PC’s agenda.

Action – Chairman should write to the P.C outlining our views, offer to provide an overview direct to the PC with the aim of a joint submission to SDC. 

Review of Work Schedules

Mandy has provided some draft papers for Transport and Housing.  Mandy made the following queries which the group discussed:

Transport

Should business be kept as a separate section?  It was agreed that yes it should be a separate section because there is a substantial business community within the parish of Cannington, probably more than usually found in a village of a similar size.
Housing 

Please can we check the housing numbers for Cannington, is 10 per annum correct?  Based on previous development rates in the village.
Would local greenspace and area where housing will not be permitted be better served in the environmental section?  The group agree that this would be better placed in the environmental section but there still needs to be a reference to this in the housing section to ensure anyone reading the housing section will be aware of this policy.

Policies relating to the Location of new development should be written in positive terms, two alternative options were presented. The Chair agreed to go back to Mandy on which option was being favoured.
A further query was raised regarding what constitutes a small site in Cannington. Consideration was given the need to support small sites and whether this would acceptable in planning terms.
Mandy gave a list of additional documents and pieces of information required.

Action -
Alex will check this via SDC or the census information to see what the housing figures for Cannington are over the last 10 years.

Mandy asked that the group research existing documents which contain data that can be used within the NP and if we have access to an OS mapping system.  
Action –Sarah will research Traffic Surveys from Speed Watch, the speed indicator device and EDF.


Alan will assist Mandy with the Parish Online programme.
